1. General

01. What is needed to work in the UXC55 cavern (experimental cavern of CMS)? (Updated june 2017)
Here are all the steps (to be done in the following order):

A- register at building 55 and having a CERN ID Card

B - pass the "Safety at CERN", "CERN Beam Facilities” and level 4C safety courses either on the Web (with a Nice account) on https /sir cern.ch or at b.55, 1st floor

C - request a personal dosimeter at b.55 ground floor, "dosimetry service” and follow the RP course for Supervised Radiation Areas on SIR or the classroom training course for accessing the controled radiation areas
Safety training courses quideline.

D - register your biometric information at b.55, 1st floor
E - register for the self-rescue mask and the fire extinguisher training courses (2h. class-room course each): CERN training catalogue

F - order your helmet with chin-strap (SCEM : 50.43.30.210.6 or 50.43.30.211.7), your head lamp (SCEM: 50.43.30.255.3 or 50.43.30.250.8 or 50.43.30.249.7) and your safety shoes (SCEM: 50.43.10) on the CERN
store:

G - request the access authorization to CMS_CR, CMS_USC and CMS_UXC on Adams
H - fillin a Workpackage on the ACT tool: http://cmsonline.cern ch/portal/page/portal CMS%200nline%20system/ACT

1- pass by the SCX5 control room before each access to log in on the spreadsheet and to inform the shifter (with all your Personal Protective Equipments and respecting the 2-person rule) between 7 am and 7 pm
(exceptions can be made with the Technical Coordination Team's approval)

J - if necessary and depending on the access conditions, get an operational dosimeter (DMC, digital) and a self-rescue mask in the SCX5 control room from the shifter.
